Knowledge of the principal works and authors of the woodwind ensemble concert repertoire in its varying formats:
Vivaldi, Bach CPE, Stamits, Quantz, Mozart, Reicha, Kummer, Fuchs, Haydn, Beethoven, Danzi, Donisetti, Bartok,
Muczynski, Ligeti ect.
